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In the Bible, we read: “God created man
in his image; in the image of God he created
him.” (Genesis 1:27) But his divine and
immortal spirit has been enveloped in a
body of clay and because of this he suffers
the inescapable destiny of death.

The
fortunate Souls that are part of “Man Center” have received the sublime task of
setting the example of a new humankind, which favors Knowledge, Love and
Service. They have also the task of building a blessed place in Tuscany, Italy, safe
from the negative influence of the world and sheltered from the unpredictable
events looming on the horizon of this epoch foreshadowing the end of Kali Yuga,
the Iron Age, and announcing the arrival of the New Epoch of Truth, Love and Bliss:
the Golden Age or Sat Yuga.
